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How To Revise  

The most effective methods of revision are to start early using a revision timeta-
ble and to practise exam questions. You also need to use a variety of methods.  

The Ψspaced revisionΩ theory is an evidence-based strategy which involves 4 stag-

es that repeat over a period of time. Each learning topic should span two days, 

with the first two stages on day 1, and the 3rd and 4th stage on day 2.

Often, you might stop after this and think 

Ψmy revision is done!ΩΦ But no, this is just the start of an effective learning tech-

nique. 

{ǘŀƎŜ нΥ ¢ǊŀƴǎŦƻǊƳŀǝƻƴ ǘŀǎƪ - This is building on Stage 1. Here you need to trans-

form the notes or highlighting that you have from Stage 1 into something differ-

ent. This could be a mindmap, a drawing, a song, a poem.  

{ǘŀƎŜ оΥ tǊŀŎǝǎŜ ¢ŜǎǝƴƎ - With a friend, family member or one of the many web-

sites online that have relevant quizzes – test yourself on the area that you have 

reviewed. 

{ǘŀƎŜ пΥ 9ȄŀƳ vǳŜǎǝƻƴǎ - Finally, complete an exam question or questions on 

the area you have reviewed and mark this yourself using a mark scheme, or ask 

your teacher to mark it.
